Check base plate mounting bolts for tightness and frame for metal fatigue.

Do not load the towed vehicle with anything as you may exceed the
towing capacity of the tow bar.

Keep fingers away from pivot points to prevent personal injury.

Be sure the steering components of the towed vehicle are properly
aligned.

NOTE: This unit can be backed up in moderate increments. Any
severe backwards cornering could result in damage to the Tow Bar
and/or towed vehicle chassis.

For automatic transmissions: Consult your vehicle owners manual
for towing suitability with the drive shaft connected. Otherwise, the
towed vehicle will have to be equipped with a transmission pump or
drive shaft disconnect.

If the car to be towed has been in an accident, the
chassis may be damaged in an area where the Base
Plate attaches. It may no longer be suitable for
towing. Extreme caution and careful examination
are required in such a situation. Itis also likely, even
from a minor accident, that the hole alignment will be
more difficult due to hole alignment problems.

Many DEMCO Base Plates are designed to use
existing holes and hardware to mountthe Base Plate
to the towed vehicle. Even though the bolt is there,
however, do not assume it is adequate for mounting
the Base Plate. Manufacturers make many changes
in hardware both within and between model years.
Be sure the bolt is long enough to protrude past the
nut a distance no less than 1/2 the diameter of the
bolt, after the Base Plate is mounted. The threads
should be in good condition. We require that

INOTE: The dimensional variations between otherwise
identical vehicles can beconsiderable.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. LoosenLeftand Right Air Dam Exten-
sion by removing 1 plastic push rivet
and six 7mm hex head screws per
side. Remove center air dam hy
drilling out four aluminum rivets using
a3/16 drillbit. NOTE: Be careful not
to drill into air conditioner
condensor.

2. Attach sub-frame support braces to
lower radiator support using existing
fasteners.

a) Pushrearofsupportbrace againstsub-
frame and clampin place. Drill 3/8 hole
and attach brace usinga 3/8 x1 hex
head bolt, lockwashers and hex nut.
Repeat for other side.



(3.) Open hood and remove plastic push rivits across front between headlights. Remove screws from the front of each wheel
well to fascia on each side. Remove two bolts on each side that hold fascia to fender by reaching in through fender well
previously loosened. Carefully pull frontfascia partway off, unplug marker lights, then pull fascia all the way off and set aside.

4. One side at atime, remove two lower
radiator support bolts and lower bolt
on hood latch brace.




a) Remove sheet metal nut from radia-
tor upright.

5. Attach mounting bracket to radiator
support with two 8mm x 30mm hex
bolt, lockwasherand5/16 flatwasher.

Also attach mounting bracket to ra-
diator support with one 3/8 x 5-1/2
hex bolt, flatwasher, backing plate,
lockwasher and hex nut.NOTE: See
following pictures for installation
of spacer bushing in conjunction
with this bolt.

7. Position opposite mounting bracketthen
place cross member inside fascia be-
tween mounting brackets, repeat steps
4&5. Attach crossmember to mounting
brackets using eight 3/8 x 1-1/4 hex
head bolts, lockwashers and hex nuts.

8. Cut plastic which covers bumper mounting bolts to gain access to inside of bumper. Slip threaded plate intp bumper
either through exposed hole in bumper, or through the end of bumper and align threads with square hole in bottom
of bumper. Attach upper support bracket to side mounting bracket first, then use 3/8 x 1 bolt, and 3/8 lockwasher
to attach threaded plate inside of bumper to upper support bracket. Refer to photos above for bolt location and
direction. Use blue locktite on all bolts and tighten.



9. Attach center support to base plate
cross member using two 3/8 x 1-1/4
hex bolts and lockwashers. Using sup-
port as a guide, drill two 5/16 holes in
lower radiator support. NOTE: Be care-
ful when drilling holes not to drill
into radiator.

a.) Secure with two 3/8 x 1 self tapping
screws.

10. Plug in marker lights, and reattach
fascia. Cut air dam out in center to
fit center brace, and reattach air dam
with pop rivits.

11. Install left and right pods, with chain
anchor holes to inside, thru grill area
using four 1/2 x 1-1/4 hex bolts,
lockwashers and hex nuts thru channel
and into pod.
